As an actor, he has appeared in various TV shows award-winning shows such as “Rosie Molloy Gives 
Up Everything” (SKY/Hartswood Films), the BAFTA-winning “Juice” (BBC3), and “Brassic” (Sky One), 
among others.

Oliver’s writing spotlights diverse narratives, blending humour and drama as he draws from his 
working-class roots, growing up mixed-race in the North and challenging LGBTQIA+ stereotypes.
